If you are transferring from another U.S. institution, you will 
be asked to complete the SEVIS transfer form as well.

Airport (CLT), which is about a 20-minute drive from 
UNC Charlotte’s campus. If you are an F-1 visa student,  
you can enter the U.S. up to 30 days before the program 
start date (the date listed on your I-20) and no later than 
the program start date.
